Queensland Charter for Local Content

Eligibility

e Queensland Government procurements with a total Queensland Government contribution of
$5 million and above (exclusive of GST), or $2.5 million and above (exclusive of GST) in
regional Queensland, excluding ICT products and services;

e Any Public Private Partnerships (PPP) for projects and capital asset acquisitions greater than
a capital value of $5 million (exclusive of GST);

e Strategically significant procurements as determined by the procuring government agency;

e Standing Offer Arrangements where expenditure is projected to exceed $5 million (exclusive
of GST) over the life of the arrangement;

e Queensland Government grants greater than $2.5 million (exclusive of GST); or

e Large infrastructure projects where funding of over $20 million is provided by the Australian
Government through the Queensland Government.

e Insert an acknowledgment in the tender that this procurement is bound by the principles of the
Queensland Charter for Local Content.

e Insert local content outcomes reporting clause Special Condition of Contract Clause.
