¢ Preliminary reconnaissance utilising a hand auger (4” diameter)
to penetrate topsoil

Aircore drilling

e Exploration drilling using conventional air core methods, utilising
a small drill rig mounted on a vehicle with soft, pneumatic tyres

¢ Dirilling to occur on exploration tracks or existing unsealed tracks

e Dirill holes (at 0.3m round) to occur at between 400 and 500 m
spacing, with a maximum of 50 holes drilled at depths of
between four to eight metres

Access tracks

e Approx.12 tracks equalling 20 linear kilometres, approx. 3to 4 m
wide, and totalling 8 ha

¢ A minimum disturbance approach to be taken, with the blade of
the dozer lifted clear of the ground to ensure root stock is
preserved and large trees are navigated around where possible

¢ Designed to convey natural surface water flows consistent with
the existing hydrology and will not be accessed during wet
weather.

‘pre-disturbance’ - the condition of the land before any resource
activities occurred.

‘post-reinstatement’ - following the completion of the resource
activity, being the return of the soil to its previous profile,
topography and drainage

‘post-restoration’ - this is the point at which the ground cover has
been established and ponding, erosion, subsidence, etc has been
dealt with (being a longer process than the reinstatement phase).
