1. | Issue:

The Assessment Application Report — Carrier Project — Police Creek
(EPM27951) & Riversleigh (EPM27935) prepared by Rio Tinto dated 16 May
2024 (Supporting Report) includes descriptions of the project and the proposed
exploration activities and provides figures depicting the location of the proposed
activities.

No one figure shows the lot number and the location of the proposed activities,
including the proposed camp site, in relation to both the SEA and the SEA
(designated precinct).

Actions:

Provide a figure which shows the lot the subject of the application, the SEA, the
SEA (designated precinct) and the location of all proposed activities.

2. | Issue:

The Supporting Report states that most new access tracks will not intersect
creek systems but notes that the main access track into the site crosses the
Police Creek.

No information is provided on how track maintenance activities on the main
access track will be undertaken in a way that will minimise impacts on water
flows and bank erosion.

Actions:

Provide information on how track maintenance activities on the main access
track will be undertaken in a way that will minimise impacts on natural flows in
and along the watercourse and minimise bed and bank eraosion.
