No. Issue Information requested 

Transport impacts 

1 Site access The site plan (23043-D02) dated 10 October 2023 indicates a left turn lane along Heleen Downs Road 
turning into the subject site. While it is noted that the plans are indicative only, it is unclear whether the 
turn lane is a channelised turn or a trap lane. In accordance with the Townsville SDA Development 
Scheme, development is required to be designed to ensure it does not unduly impact on the safe and 
efficient operation of transport infrastructure.  
 
Clarification on how this lane interacts with the Port Access Road is required to ensure there are no 
impacts to the safety and efficiency of the State-controlled road. 
 
The proponent is requested to provide updated plans indicating the full extent of the turn lane to 
demonstrate how this lane interacts with the intersection of the Port Access Road / Heleen Downs 
Road1.
